Mechtel Ridge Development – Refund of Escrow Funds

Motion moved by Supervisor Pieper and seconded by Supervisor Theis to refund the escrow dollars to Mechtel Ridge Development in the amount of $6597.00, check #9153, with the understanding that future invoices incurred will be billed directly to Mechtel Ridge Development. Supervisors Weckman, Pieper and Theis voted aye.  No nays.  Motion carried.
Comprehensive Trails Study Report

Erin Lovell, University of Minnesota Center for Urban and Regional Affairs, discussed the Louisville Township Community Trails Plan and Development Study discussing the possibilities and opportunities for trail development in Louisville Township. A final trails study report will be completed by Ms. Lovell and forwarded to the board.  The Board expressed their thanks to Ms. Lovell for a thorough and professional engagement on the Louisville Township community trails plan and development study.  
Grant for Comprehensive Parks Study Plan 
Erin Lovell, University of Minnesota Center for Urban and Regional Affairs, reviewed the proposed project plan for the Fall 2009 Parks Grant Comprehensive Study.   The goals of the project include:
· Update the existing parks study in order to include new opportunities and/or constraints for parks planning, including the Sands property site and Louisville Township Landfill site

· Describe and illustrate where parks would be most beneficial, and how the community would benefit from a park and trail system

· Research funding opportunities for township parks

· Work toward establishing a comprehensive Open Space Plan for Louisville Township.  The first draft of the plan should integrate trails research and parks research, and should conform to any guidelines or requirements from Scott County and the State of Minnesota.  

The parks grant has 195 approved hours assigned to research assistant, Erin Lovell.  The date for project completion is January 15, 2009.  

Suspend the Rules

Motion moved by Supervisor Pieper and seconded by Supervisor Theis to suspend the rules and move up Elite Waste Management up on the agenda.  Motion carried.
Elite Waste  

Troy Shute, President and Owner of Elite Waste Disposal located in Jordan reviewed a proposal to provide residential garbage recycling, yard waste and organics collections in Louisville Township.  Elite Waste currently provides this service to the entire City of Jordan with approximately 1500 homes. 

The Board recommended that Elite Waste contact individual neighborhood developments to survey their individual interests as the town board does not select the waste disposal company for its residents.

Utility Permit Review
The proposed utility permit ordinance will be added to the October monthly agenda to further discuss details with Attorney Ruppe.  Supervisor Weckman will pull a few sample permit applications.  An application process will need to be defined. 
Planner/Engineer Updates
A request for proposal will be published for both a planner and an engineer in the Shakopee Valley News.

Website Reconstruction

Clerk Lemke would like to pursue revamping the township website to make it more user friendly.   Lemke will contact Mike Greco to see if there are any interns or student web developers available from the University of Minnesota.  Clerk Lemke will also put a notice on the website seeking volunteers.  Clerk Lemke will revamp the website map and revisit with the Board at next month’s board meeting.
